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Abstract

This article is to examine the early Sino-American commercial communications
during the crisis of opium, based on an American merchant Robert Bennet Forbes
(1804-1889, abbreviated as Forbes) who got involved in the China trade before the
Opium War and had close relationships with China. Forbes first embarked for China on
Canton Packet on October 17, 1817, then had long-term commerce with China. He
has managed the smuggling trade on the island of Lintin, then successfully dealing with
the China trade during the opium crisis by means of the manipulation of the multiple
relationships among the U.S., Britain and China. Being fond of writing, Forbes left
behind a great deal of written works, which became significant sources of the
Sino-American trade. For Forbes’ works, the following three have already published:
Personal Reminiscences (2009), Remarks on China and the China Trade (1844), and
Letters from China (written during 1838-1840). Past research rarely concentrated on
the single perspective of Forbes and his three personal works, in order to investigate the
Sino-American commerce. This research intends to investigate the historical contexts
of this trade and of the period before the Opium War, by using Forbes’ sources and his
perspective. From a microhistorical angle to a macrohistorical context, this research

would elaborate on the exchanges and evolution of the period.

The primary questions of this research are as follows: from Forbes’ life, whether
can we investigate the commercial background and the relationships between the U.S.
and China? Moreover, how could Forbes and other American merchants go through
the opium crisis and face the dilemma for trade? How about were the interactive
relationships among the U.S., Britain, and China during the crisis? This article first

explains Forbes’ personal history, then by employing his personal works as the primary
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sources and other important second-hand ones, and also discusses the Perkins Co. and
“The Boston Concern.” Some other important American companies in.the early China
trade would be revealed as part of the important historical background of Forbes.
Furthermore, the commodity in the trade is also significant to understand the
commercial communications.

Forbes left China in 1832 for the first time, when he had received a great amount
of profits through his smuggling Indian opium to China. In 1837, Forbes again
embarked for China due to the American economic crisis that affected the business of
him and his family. It was in this second period of his Chinese stay, he got involved in
the opium crisis.  The imperial commissioner Lin Zexu (1785-1850) went to Canton in
1839, and enclosed the whole hong areas to ask for all foreign merchants to hand over
opium. Charles Elliot (1801-1875), the British Commercial Director, consented to
release all opium, but denied to sign a bond with China, which was requested by Lin to
prohibit all the further shipping of opium. However, American merchants did the
opposite: they agreed to sign this bond, instead and hence, they earned Lin to believe
them as a cooperator, and thus agreed on their continuous business in China. Forbes, as
one of the American merchants to face Lin’s harsh sweeping, could instead continue his
business in China when the British merchants had left Canton. Forbes thus became a
beneficiary from this opium crisis because of the opportune conditions for American
monopoly, rather than a victim due to the Chinese strict ban.
